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For any music, it is necessary to know about musical

instruments. Based on the type of instruments involved and

according to Natyashastra, there are four main traditional

categories of musical instruments. these are
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(These are Membranophonic instruments, because they have

an outer membrane, which iso produce a particular
musical sound. They are also known as percussion

instruments
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Generally the musical instruments included in this category
are: Tabla, Drum, Dhol, Kango, Mridang, Duggi etc. While
the tabla is an accompaniment to most Hindustani classical
vocal music, the mridangam is an accompaniment to

Carnatic music performances.
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These belong to the aerophone category, that is, they include
all wind instruments. The most common musical instruments
include flute, shehnai, pungi, . - etc. The most common
but difficult to play instrument in this category is the
Shehnai.
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It is a non-drum style of instrument, which does not require any

tuning. These are also called idio phones. The most popular
examples of Ghan Vadya are Manjira, Jaltarang, Kanch-

Tarang, Ghunghru, Ghatam (earthen pot drum), Kartal etc.
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These are Chordophone or stringed string instruments. By

manually modifying its sound, it produces the most
impressive music. There are three main types of musical

instruments:
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Bowed: Those musical instruments in which sound is

produced by moving a bow (spring) across the strings. For

example, Sarangi, Israj/Dilruba and violin.
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Plectoral: Those musical instruments in which the strings

are plucked with fingers or with strings or horns. For

example, Sitar, Veena, Tanpura, Guitar etc.
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Those musical instruments, which are struck with small
hammers or joints of sticks. For example, Gotuvadyam and

Swaramandal
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It is a 100 stringed musical instrument and is a traditional
musical instrument of Jammu and Kashmir since ancient

times. Sufiana Kalam music is accompanied by Santoor.
