CHANGES MADE IN THE CONSTITUTION

Number of Dutch and French-speaking ministers shall be
equal in the central government.

Some special laws require the support of majority of
members from each linguistic group. Thus, n single
community can make decisions unilaterally.

The state governments are not subordinate to the central
government.

Brussels has a separate government in which both the
communities have equal representation.

Apart from the central and the state government, there is
a third kind of government called community government.
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Sri Lanka is an island nation, just a few

kilometers off the southern coast of Tamil
