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First of all, Muhammad Tughlaq adopted the policy of appointing
officers on the basis of merit without discrimination.
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Muhammad Tughluq established a new department called Amir-i-
Kohi for the development of agriculture.
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Muhammad bin Tughlaq shifted the capital from Delhi to Devagiri
under his second plan.
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Devagiri is also called Quwwatul Islam. v
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X[ YT | Sultan Qutbuddin Mubarak Khilji named Devgiri as

Qutbabad.
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Muhammad bin Tughlaq changed its name to Daulatabad.
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The plan also failed completely and in 1335 AD people from

Daulatabad were allowed to return to Delhi.
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Under the third plan, Muhammad Tughluq introduced symbolic
and symbolic coins.
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Edwarlrﬂ Thomas ca;led him the prince of the rich because of the

method experiments related to coins.
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He took the inspiration of running coins from Kublai Khan, the

ruler of China and Ghazan Khan of Iran.
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He introduced coins of brass and copper metals under symbolic

currency, whose value was equal to taka of silver.
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To conquer Khurasan, Muhammad Tughluq gave one year's
advance salary to a huge army of 370000 soldiers.
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Under the Karachil campalgn the Sultan sent a huge army

under the leadership of Khusrau Malik to conquer the hill
states.
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His entire army got lost in the forest. Only three officers could

escape.
