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There were 8 schedules in the original constitution. At present the
number of schedules is 12.

First Schedule - States and Union Territories. It mentions the Indian

states and 8 Union Territories. *
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Second Schedule- It mentions the salaries, allowances, pension etc. received by
the major officials of India, such as the President and Governors, the Speaker
and Wker of the Lok Sabha, the Chairman and Deputy Chairman of
the Rajya Sabha, the Speaker and Deputy Speaker of the Legislative Assembly
and the Chairman and Deputy Chairman of the Legislative Council, the Judges
of the Supreme Court and High Courts and the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India
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Third Schedule- Formats of Oath and Affirmation, under this, the format of
oath to be administered to the members of Parliament and Union Ministers,
judges of the Supreme Court and High Courts, members and ministers of the
State Legislature and the Comptroller and Auditor General of India has been
given. It is worth noting that the format of oath to be taken by the President
under Article 60, by the Vice President under Article 69 and by the Governor

under Article 159 has been given
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Fourth Schedule - Under this, details of representation received in
Rajya Sabha of all 28 states of India and 3 union territories namely
Delhi, Puducherry and Jammu & Kashmir are given.
