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There were 8 schedules in the original constitution. At present the
number of schedules is 12.

First Schedule - States and Union Territories. It mentions the Indian
states and 8 Union Territories. *
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Fourth Schedule - Under this, details of representation received in
Rajya Sabha of all 28 states of India and 3 union territories namely
Delhi, Puducherry and Jammu & Kashmir are given.
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Fifth Schedule- It contains provisions regarding the administration
and control of Scheduled Areas and Scheduled Tribes.
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Sixth Schedule- Under this, provision has been made for the
administration of tribal areas of Assam, Meghalaya, Tripura and
Mlzoram
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Seventh Schedule- It gives information about the division of powers
between the Union and the states. It has the following three lists. As-
(i) Union List (ii) State List and (iii) Concurrent List.
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Eighth Schedule - Languages - Originally there were a total of 14
languages in the Eighth Schedule. At present there are 22 languages
under it.
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
