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India's road network is the second largest road network in the
world. (NCERT-12)
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Every year about 85 percent passenger and 70 percent freight

traffic is transported by roads here.
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Modern type of road transport was very limited in India before

the Second World War. The first serious attempt was made in
1943 AD. I was done by making 'Nagpur Plan’'. But this plan

could not be implemented due to lack of coordination between

the princely states and British India.
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After attaining independence, a twenty-year road plan (1961 AD)

was started to improve the condition of roads in India. However,

the concentration of roads remained in the cities and their

surrounding areas.
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Roads are classified as National Highways (NH), State Highways

(SH), Major District Roads and Rural Roads for the purpose of

construction and maintenance.
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Those major roads, which are constructed and maintained by the

Central Government, are known as National Highways or

Mahamargs.
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These highways also connect state capitals, major cities,

important ports and rail junctions.
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The length of National Highways is only 2% of the total length of

roads in the country, but they carry 40% of the road traffic.

These routes are
connected to national highways. Under these comes 4 percent of
the total length of the country's roads.

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Grand Trunk Road (GT Road) — Sher Shah Suri had built the

royal highway to keep his empire strong and united from the
Indus Valley (Pakistan) to the Sonar Valley of Bengal.
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The same road connecting Kolkata to Peshawar was renamed as

Grand Trek Road (GT Road) during the British rule. Presently it
extends from Amritsar to Kolkata.
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National Highway 27 is the longest national highway in India. It

connects Porbandar in Gujarat to Silchar in Assam.
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NH- 44 is the longest National Highway in India ,which runs

from Srinagar to Kanyakumari (about 3717.64 km)
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NH-327(B) is the shortest national highway (1.20 km) in India. It
runs from Panitanki in West Bengal to Mechi bridge on the

border with Nepal.

Kanyakumari in Tamil Nadu by a 4016 km long route.
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The objective of the East and West Corridor is to connect Silchar

in Assam to Porbandar in Gujarat through a 3640 km long route.
